
A Federal Leasing and Development Ban Threatens 
America’s Energy Security and Economic Growth, 
Undermines Environmental Progress

Energy produced on federal lands and waters plays a critical role in America’s energy revolution, accounting for 12% of U.S. 
natural gas production and nearly a quarter of U.S. oil production.

Here’s what’s projected to be at stake for U.S. energy leadership if a federal leasing and development ban is enacted 
according to new analysis prepared by OnLocation using EIA’s National Energy Modeling System (NEMS) which is used to 
produce their Annual Energy Outlook.
