ÅPart 63 Subpart BBBBBB.

ïGasoline Distribution Bulk Terminals, Bulk 

Plants, and Pipeline Facilities.

ÅPart 63 Subpart CCCCCC.

ïGasoline Dispensing Facilities.



Subpart BBBBBB
63.11081(a)

ÅApplies to:

ïBulk gasoline plants,

ïBulk gasoline terminals,

ïPipeline breakout stations, and

ïPipeline pumping stations.

ÅIf:

ïSuch facility stores or transfers gasoline, and

ïSuch facility is not subject to MACT R or CC.



Applies to Most Gasoline Terminals

ÅBBBBBB applies to terminals that are not 

subject to MACT rules (i.e., not major sources).

ÅPerhaps 90% or more of the U.S. terminals 

avoided major source (MACT) status.

ÅThis ñarea sourceò rule applies to those 

terminals that avoided MACT. 

ïThus most terminals will be subject to this rule.



Affected Emission Points
63.11082

ÅBBBBBB applies to the following:

ïGasoline storage tanks,

ïGasoline loading racks, 

ïVapor collection-equipped gasoline cargo tanks, &

ïEquipment components in gasoline service.

Terminal

ïTanks,

ïTrucks,

ïRacks, and

ïEquipment leaks.



Compliance Schedule
63.11083

ÅExisting sources have 3 years to comply ï

ïJanuary 10, 2011.

ïExcept that floating-roof tanks which require 

upgrades to comply are allowed to wait until the 

next degassing and cleaning activity after Jan. 

10, 2011 but not later than Jan. 10, 2018 

[ 63.11087(b)].



Bulk Gasoline Plants ï 63.11086

ÅSubmerged fill for storage tanks > 250 gallons.

ÅMonthly sensory inspections for equip leaks

[sight, sound, smell ïper 63.11089(a)].

ÅObserve good work practices:

ïMinimize gasoline spills.

ïClean up spills as expeditiously as practicable.

ïCover containers and fill pipes w/gasketed seal.

ïMinimize gasoline sent to open waste collection 

systems (e.g., oil/water separators).



Storage Tanks at
Terminals & Pipeline Facilities

Å 63.11087 cites requirements in Table 1.

ïIf < 75 m3 (~20,000 gal) ïno open vents.

ïIf > 75 m3 (~20,000 gal):

- Route vapors to a control device (95% eff.), or

- Equip the tank with a floating roof per either:

ïNSPS Kb, or

ïPart 63 Subpart WW ï

ïEXCEPT AS  NOTED.
